THE NEXT STAGE

Many thanks to those of you who took the time to complete the
questionnaire, which was distributed earlier in the year, along
with those who visited the walk-in exhibitions.

The draft Plan has now been completed, along with independent
consultant reports dealing with design, ecology and local
housing need all of which form an appendix to the Plan.

The draft Plan takes on board your views. The policies are
basically aimed at protecting the character of our existing
communities and way of life. They will provide a supplementary
and complementary detailed back up to the Cheshire East Local
Plan to guide new development and help protect us from
unplanned and unwanted proposals.

Before the Plan can be formally submitted to Cheshire East
(the Local Planning Authority) for independent examination,
the Regulations require a six-week pre consultation period,
known as Regulation 14. This will run until 15t September.
